By this lab, one would hope that you have begun the mastery of most of the “basics” and you were ready to move on to show a higher level of teaching behavior than what you may have shown in previous labs.  

To prepare for your reflection on Lab D, please do the following:

1. Read through form C-9 provided in the class packet.  You will use this form during your EDU 356 experience.  Also read through form C-11, parts one and two.

2. I recommend that you view your DVD of your teaching episode at least once for each of the following two tasks:  

a) Using form C-9, as you watch your Lab D teaching episode, place a check mark next to the behaviors you see as you performed Lab D.  Include brief comments about what you did or could do differently/better.

b) Using form C-11, tally your use of feedback as categorized on the C-11 form and also count your use of student names.  

3. Look again at the DVD with a critical, but “learning” eye. Try to think about alternatives to your lesson activities and how you would present them.  Focus on how you communicated what you wanted done to the class.  Look at how you managed the class and your equipment, how you set up the space for your drills/activities and how you supervised the drills/activities including your feedback to the students, etc.  Explain the areas you feel you need to work on.
