Lab D

As you prepare for lab D with your partner, please keep in mind the following;

1. You may have been assigned a “challenging” skill focus to teach.  You should be immediately pursuing references and materials that can prepare you to present an effective lesson for Lab D.

2. The focus of your lesson will be towards the secondary level (10th grade).  You and your partner will write up a 50-minute lesson plan for your lesson on the assigned days. Each individual will be teaching for approximately, at minimum, 20 minutes.  You will need to decide through your planning who will teach the first 20 minutes and who will teach the second 20 minutes.

3. You must provide me with a copy of your lesson plan at least two days before you teach so I can provide you with feedback and suggestions.

4. Focus on skills, drills and modified games for the teaching segments, utilize the different types of tasks we have discussed and practiced during class.  Think of organization (equipment, space, students, etc.), management and communication as well as those teaching functions found in chapter 7 (supervision, feedback, etc.)

5. You should exhibit those essential elements of teaching that you practiced for labs A, B and C.

6. Look at page C-4 of your EDU 255 packet.  This document will show you some of the essential elements of instruction.  You should use it as a guide to help your focus for teaching during your lesson. (this is the main focus of my assessment for your Lab D as well).

7. On the day you teach, you will turn in your lesson plan and the curriculum resource project (see Curriculum Resource Project handout).  

8. You should also provide cash money to cover the cost of a DVD ($1.00 for each disk).  If you want to provide your own DVD, please make sure that it is a DVD-.

9. You each have to create a visual aid that is neat and organized (one for each teacher candidate).  It should be at least the size of standard poster board, and should communicate the skill/concept/strategy clearly.  The lettering must be generated from a word processing program and be visible from at least 20 feet away.

10. Please be sure that you turn in your blue card to Penny in the equipment room at least one week before you are scheduled to teach.
